During the past several years, Symantec has seen spam “services” come and go that range 
from the extreme to the downright bizarre. This is another installation in a series of our 
reports on unique attempts by spammers to prey on their victims through methods that are 
sometimes humorous and others times simply unexplainable.

In September 2008, Symantec observed a particular spam trend in which spammers of-
fered a device that they claimed would allow the user to see through clothes. According to 
the spammers, “This is the most important purchase of all my life. Everyone can be ‘Un-
dressed’!!!”
The purpose of this spam message was to obtain personal information from the recipient by 
promote the product.
